The 18th-century granary is a delightful and rare example
of its kind, supported on staddle stones and picturesquely
situated in a yard together with other 18th-century listed
farm buildings. Over the last decade the building has been
allowed to decay, leaving it in a perilous state.

When SAVE first heard of the Granary, the case seemed
hopeless. Permission had been granted to demolish and
the bulldozers were just days away. Following a legal
challenge with the Local Authority and discussions

with the owners, SAVE succeeded in quashing the consent
and convincing the owners of the granary’s potential

for re-use.
